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STATE SCHOOL BOARD MEMBER RANDY MCKINNEY ANNOUNCES CANDIDACY FOR SENATE DISTRICT 32 SEAT

Gulf Shores – Citing a desire to improve public education, strengthen ethics in government and provide tax relief to Alabama families, State School Board Member Randy McKinney on Monday announced he will seek the District 32 Senate seat recently vacated by Bradley Byrne.

“I have been proud to stand side by side with Gov. Riley in addressing the problems in the two-year system and other areas of education, and I deeply appreciate the confidence he placed in me by appointing me to the State School Board,” McKinney said.  “As a member of the State Senate, I will continue working closely with Gov. McKinney said his campaign will announce specific initiatives in coming days to address these and other important issues facing the state.
McKinney is a graduate of the University of South Alabama, New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary and the Birmingham School of Law.  

McKinney has served as an assistant district attorney in Baldwin County and now works in several areas related to real estate. These areas include title insurance, real estate brokerage, tax deferred 1031 exchanges and real estate office development.  McKinney was named Baldwin County Realtor of the Year in 1999.
